Honduras is a prominent coffee producer in Central America,
with coffee production playing a significant role in the country’s
history and economy.

The national flower of Honduras is a Rhyncholaelia digbyana
orchid, presented in the design of this cup.

India is in the top 10 countries in the world for coffee production.
Arabica and Robusta are the two main varieties of coffee grown
and both are exported in large quantities. The blue in this design
pays tribute to the fertile landscape of the southern states of India.
Yellow is a lucky colour in Indian culture, and little pops of this
colour appear in this design. The pattern itself is representative of
Mehndji, a form of body art from Ancient India.
